As well as 
extensive planting, consideration 
has also been given to bush�re 
management, collection and 
conservation of rainwater, minimal 
use of night lighting of landscaped 
areas, construction management 
and the long-term maintenance of 
the site.

From Tasmania to Namibia – 
and the private Ongava Game 
Reserve. Once four cattle ranches, 
Ongava now provides a buffer 
between Etosha National Park and 
the farming communities further 
south. It also holds one of the 
largest rhino custodianships for 
the Namibian government in the 
hope of breeding rhino up to more 
sustainable numbers.

A wilderness of a totally 
different kind provides the 
backdrop for the �oating King 
Paci�c Lodge (kingpaci�clodge.
com) in British Columbia, Canada, 
about 380km north of Vancouver. 
The attention to detail includes 
using the highest standards of 
environmental conservation and 
stewardship in the industry.

Anchored off Princess Royal 
Island, in the heart of the Great 
Bear Rainforest, it is possible to 
follow wolf tracks past gushing 
streams and ancient cedars, or 
enjoy the superlative �shing in 

rivers replete with spawning 
salmon – and even catch a 
glimpse of a whale or bear. In the 
evenings, guests can unwind in 
the excellent spa or simply sit in 
front of a crackling �re, cocktail in 
hand, before enjoying a gourmet 
meal.

and verdant oasis. Built to 
resemble an ancient Bedouin 
encampment, the ‘tents’ contain 
individual suites oozing 
understated luxury, all furnished 
with original collections of regional 
artwork and antiques. Guests can 
select up to two different 
complimentary activities every 
day, which are designed to provide 
�rst-hand experiences of the 
extraordinary desert landscape. 
Since it opened in 1999, Al Maha 
has led extensive wildlife habitat 
rehabilitation programmes, 
including the propagation of over 
6,000 indigenous trees, shrubs 
and grasses, and the re-
introduction of the regions’ �rst 
free-roaming herds of endangered 
oryx and many other indigenous 
species, and has led to the 
formation of the Dubai Desert 
Conservation Reserve. �Q
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
